The Tibbetts Point Lighthouse marks the point where Lake 
Ontario meets the St. Lawrence River in Cape Vincent, New York. Next, we will board our boat for the ULTIMATE SIGHTSEEING

The owners established a new grape-growing region in 
New York. 

Cheese, please… Our next stop is 1,000 ISLAND RIVER RAT CHEESE in Clayton, NY where you will have the opportunity to try 
locally made cheese. River Rat carefully selects and ages their New York Cheddars to perfection, this aging results in a sharp and 
tangy finish to their cheeses. In addition to cheese, they also have several North Country Delectable Treats which are Cheese Curds, 
Croghan Bologna, New York Maple Syrup, and more. The hotel is a 5 block walk from 1,000 Island River Rat Cheese. The remainder of 
the afternoon is on your own to visit any of the shops or cafés. 1000 Islands Artisans and Delicacies is 1 block from the hotel and a nice 
place to browse the work of local crafters and confections. DINNER is included at the hotel and the remainder of the evening is on your 
own.
